Fire & Life Safety Center  

Grade Level 

6, 7, 8  

Materials Needed
• Firefighter Puppet (Gus)

• Plant to Get Out Alive #2 CD

• Earthquake Presentation CD

Discussion 1. 
Play background music.

Greet class outside with the “Gus” the Puppet through the puppet window.   

Have Gus ask students fire safety questions 


Discuss fire safety topics:

• 9-1-1

• Stop, Drop & Roll  

• Never play with matches 

• Smoke detectors

• How many ways out of your room

Discussion 2. 
Firefighter Gear

• Turn Outs, Helmet, Coat, Pants

Activity 1.

Invite class inside to watch a video presentation. 

• Lower background music

• Start Plan to Get Out Alive #2 video

Activity 2. 
Show smoke in kitchen.  

• How to put a lid on a grease fire.

Activity 3.
Watch Earthquake Video.


• Talk about preparedness and what to do if there was an earthquake.

• Finish up with E.D.I.T.H.
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Continued 

Activity 4.
Have students exit trailer and line up at bottom of the ramp




• Turn on music that students would like




• Have students enter the bedroom six at a time


• Talk to the students saying  “Ok, go to sleep, shut your eyes real tight”




• Blast smoke machine 3 seconds

• Press smoke alarm, tell students to get down low, feel the wall, find the door, check for heat, find the window and exit.

• Have a firefighter help students out the window.

• Tell students to go to their special meeting place and never go back in for pets or toys.

• Turn on exhaust fan in bedroom

• Leave window open until clear

Activity 5.
When students arrive at designated meeting place, direct them to the rear of trailer to call 9-1-1.  

• Have firefighter answer 9-1-1 phone inside control room as if they were a 9-1-1 dispatcher

Repeat until all students have participated.  Have the teacher participate along with the last group.
