Stormy Weather - Lightning

Objectives 
The students will be able to understand what to do in a lightning storm

Discussion 1:
What if you are outside

• Don’t go into a shed that stands alone

• Don’t go under a large tree that stands alone

• Don’t be higher than your surroundings

• Don’t stand on a hilltop

• Don’t stay out in a boat

• Don’t carry anything made of  metal, and don’t be near anything made of metal.

• Do get inside a hard-topped car.  

• If you are in a field, crouch on your knees and bend over.  

• Don’t lie down because wet ground can carry electricity.

• If you are in the water, get out.

• Get away from the beach.

Discussion 2:
What if you are inside

• Stay away from water faucets, sinks, and tubs, anything that could conduct electricity.

• Keep away from windows and doors

• Don’t use the telephone unless there is an emergency.

• Don’t use electrical appliances – irons, toasters, mixers, lightning could follow the wire.  

• Stay away from the T.V. and computer.
